We have been busy since the end of the election talking to the Greens and the independents.  You probably saw that Oakeshott, Windsor and Wilkie all talked about aged care.  Now we have a new Ageing Minister in Mark Butler and a minority Labor Government that made aged care reform a second term priority.  It’s up to us to make sure they come good on that promise. 
The Campaign for the Care of Older Australians (CCOA) will now focus its efforts on getting the right outcomes from the Productivity Commission Inquiry process and we will need your help to do it. 

The interim report is due for release by December.  Aged care needs to be seen positively by the general public and politicians need to have aged care front and centre in their thinking during this time.
